Lincoln Avenue Bridge Construction

The next phase of the Lincoln
Avenue Bridge Reconstruction

rehabilitation to be undertaken
includes constructing parapet
walls and side treatments, the
replacement of sidewalks and
protective fences on both sides
the bridge, and the installation of}
new guiderails. In addition, the

new sidewalks will include a decorative brick paver feature.

This construction work will bring the new structure into
compliance with current Penn DOT safety and accessibility
standards. Deferred maintenance and age had caused the
deterioration of the bridge. The rehabilitation work will correct
these safety issues and make the bridge safer for vehicles and
pedestrians.

The total cost of the project will be around $85,000. The
Borough has secured a Community Development Block Grant
from Montgomery County for $75,000 for the work. Look for
work to commence in late summer.
